3.0.   MINIMUM ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:
· To qualify for Diploma enrollment one MUST possess at least ONE Principle and TWO subsidiaries at A’ Level and a minimum of FIVE passes at O’level obtained at the same sitting or its equivalent.
· To qualify for certificate enrollment one MUST have THREE PASSES at O’level or its equivalent.
· For Telecommunications and Electrical Engineering one must have a PHYSICS & MATHEMATICS’S background with a Principal Pass in ATLEAST ONE OF THE MENTIOND SUBJECTS
· All students are subjected to internal examinations which constitute 70% and Mid –Semester tests or Course works which constitute 30% .No student is allowed to sit for his/her papers before fully clearing the tuition and examination fees. 
NOTE:

Money once paid is NON REFUNDABLE OR TRANSFERABLE.
3.1. SEMESTER:
· A semester runs duration of FOUR months (17weeks) of which the 17th week is the examinations and assessment period. Except for Certificate in Mobile Phone Repair, Video Communication & Editing and Elementary Tailoring which run for THREE MONTHS (12 weeks.)
4.0 EXAMINATIONS:
Students are encouraged to sit for ALL examinations before they proceed to the next semester .Examinations are done at the end of every semester. An affordable fee is charged to ease the Administration and Management of the examinations .Examinations constitute 70% on the final grade and course work and tests, 30%
5.0 ACCOMODATION.
Currently, the school does not have accommodation facilities. However, the school administration helps students to locate accommodation facilities from the nearby hostels.

6.0 APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS
· Photo copy of identity card from previous school or institution or any valid identity card (voters ‘card, driving permit, passport) and birth Certificate, (accompanied by original copies).
· Three colored Passport size photographs with a white back ground.
· Photocopies of P.L.E, U.C.E and UACE Certificates or their equivalent (accompanied by original copies).

7.0 SCHOOL RULES AND REGULATIONS

The following rules have been designed and approved by the governing council of Gombe Institute of Science and Technology for the exclusive application to students of this school.
1. No  student  shall be allowed to engage in any form of strikes , disorder , upraising or fight, open confrontation with staff  or  non teaching staff , use of abusive language, obscenities, profanity or inciting anybody to fight or strike or cause any form of common  inside or  outside the school premises or bounds . The offenders shall face displinary action

5. Every student  is under  duty  to protect  and preserve the school  property ranging  from  school furniture , workshop  equipment , laboratory material , windows , chemicals , gadgets , computers  and their  accessories etc. failure ,this duty shall result into  disciplinary action to the offenders

6. Discrimination, hatred, rumor mongering and bad peer grouping shall result into disciplinary action.

7. Bullying or molesting any student of whatever level or status, age or sex in any way is strictly forbidden. The culprits shall face dispinalinary action

8. Homosexuality or lesbianism and other unnatural acts or vices are strictly forbidden offenders shall face disciplinary actions 

9.  Every  student  shall  be under  a special  duty to work hard for his or her academic  progress , and  at all times  endeavor to achieve  higher  grades and such  promote  the  educational success and  prosperity  of the school . Continued poor performance shall result into demotion or expulsion.

10. Every student  shall be  required  to pay or settle his or her tuition fees  dues  or debts  promptly and in any case not later  than  the second week of any semester . Failure to comply shall result into being sent back home.

11. No student shall carry out any business for profit or trade at the school campus without a special permission of the principal. The offenders shall face severe penalties. 

12. No student shall be allowed to possess, distribute, or display obscene literature and pornography or blue movies .the offenders shall be severely punished.

13. Any student  who knowingly  or unknowingly or maliciously  introduces  a computer virus  or any computer  program  that  destroys  or  incapacities  fully or partially  a school  computer  shall  be required  to meet  all expenses of  its repair.

14. Any student  who caught stealing , converting , looting  or diverting  the school ,property or  the belongings or properties of his  or her fellow student  or property  or  the belonging s or properties  of his fellow  students  or properties  outsiders or who  is found  in possession of stolen property  shall face  serious  disciplinary action. 

15. Possession of guns or fire arms and ammunition, dangerous knives ,batons or un  authorized  keys to any case , filling  cabinet ,box ,door  safe window, room  or tampering  with or modifying  keys  to any locks or adding  any safety  device  to any  door premises is  forbidden ,. The offender shall be severely punished.

16. Fraud , forgery and  altering  forged  documents or changing reports or tampering  with  forging  any official  school stamps ,records ,by  any student  or cheating  or copying  in any exercise  task  or test  or examination  or aiding  and betting  the said offences  shall result into  serious displinary action .

17. Any student who conceals an infectious or contagious disease or who knowingly spreads an epidemic to other fellow students or school authorities shall   have disciplinary action taken against him or her. 
18. Any student  who abuses , insults ,heckles , scorns , spits at , fights ort attacks  or assaults or batters or boxes  a lecture or any other authority or fellow  student  or outsider shall  be penalized.
19. Any student who conducts himself  or herself in any way queer manner in order to undermine ,abuse or taints the good imagine of the school or in any way  attempts to comprise  the  school’s  fundamental mission and goal of education  or academic, exemplary discipline  and integrity shall be panelized. 
20. No student shall be allowed to hold any academic, drama or sports competitions without the permission of the concerned school authorities. The offenders shall face disciplinary action.
